Requirements of Registration 

 
The requirements of the Ministerial Fellowship are as follows: 
 
INDIVIDUAL MEMBERSHIP AND ORDINATION 
 
If you are not currently ordained through another denomination or ministry organization, you may choose to 
obtain ordination through the Pete Norris Ministries, Inc. 
 
Requirements: If you are currently in full-time ministry and wish ordination and membership: 
 
(1) Return the enclosed application form, along with your refundable membership fee of $50 in the unlikelihood 
you should be denied.  
 
(2) Give one of the two personal recommendation forms to either your pastor or another person in full-time 
ministry. The other goes to a friend. Ask them to please complete these forms and return them directly to PNM 
at the address on the top of the recommendation form. 
 
(3) As being a member of PNM, Inc. you will be required to take 1 continuing education course per year. 
 
(4) Once your application, membership fee and both personal recommendation forms are received we will then 
process your application. 
 
(5) When your application for ordination and membership is approved, you automatically become a member of 
the Pete Norris Ministries, Inc..

(1) You will receive an Official Membership Card is approved card that recognizes your membership 
worldwide. 
 
(2) You will receive an official, ready to frame, Ordination Certificate.
